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As instructors embrace the use of the internet in the teaching process, they are taking on a task that will enhance their teaching activities yet potentially create endless frustrations. Challenges faced as early online teaching adopters to non-online adopters, as a tech savvy instructor to non-tech savvy instructor, as a total online instructor to thinking about getting online will be covered. Issues to think about and possible solutions for those unanticipated problems as well as the type of creative thinking that may be required to feel comfortable teaching online will be covered.
