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Marketers consider ethnic subcultures as important targets.  Studies show variation in responses by ethnic groups for social and cultural reasons. The rate at which ethnic groups respond to marketing efforts is affected by their cultural assimilation.  The purpose of the study was to determine responsiveness of college students to DM media, to measure DM success among different ethnic groups, and to replicate a study done in 1995 in order to compare findings among ethnic groups
